2. Some of the problems of nonequivalence in translation as applied to one or more of
the passages studied.

3. Some of the strategies of managing nonequivalence as applied to one or more of the
passages studied.

4. Translate into Standard English page 186 discussing problems of equivalence, if
any.

5. Translate into Standard English page 165 discussing problems of equivalence, if
any.
